Part 1: Statement of intent

This is the health and safety policy statement of:

Broad Town Show Committee

Our health and safety policy is to:

Prevent accidents during show events, and including during setting up and dismantling show
equipment.

Manage Health and Safety risks during any Show event organised by the Broad Town Show
Committee.

Provide clear instruction and information and adequate training where necessary to all involved in
show events.

Provide personal protective equipment to volunteers where necessary.

Maintain safe equipment.

Implement emergency procedures, including evacuation in case of fire or other significant incident.
Review and revise this policy regularly.

Safeguarding. As an organisation we currently do not intend to directly involve children or
vulnerable adults in the running of events. However we recognise that there is likely to be
involvement with such persons visiting organised events. To this end we expect all such persons
to be accompanied by a responsible parent/guardian or carer. Where we use acomodation for
events, such as the Village Hall, we will operate within the guidelines of their safeguarding policies.

We will give volunteers and contractors safety inductions and provide such training as may be
identified as needed.

We will provide PPE where necessary.

Consultation

We will consult with others on safety related matters including, among others, volunteers and
contractors.

Evacuation

We will ensure all escape routes and muster points are kept clear and well sign posted.
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
